A. CDFA Mobile Irrigation Lab (I) – Kevin Reyes 
o 1 irrigation evaluation is scheduled, Kevin is finishing up final reports. So far 

Madera has 26 evaluations total. 12-14 reports have been completed and sent 
back to growers.  

B. CDFA Agricultural Planning Grant (I) – Kevin Reyes 
o Kevin has been working with another biologist, Point Blue, on setting up site 

visits with growers. He’s been training on how to complete site visits 
independently. He will contact Rex Dufour for additional assistance. We 
currently we have 3 evaluations in progress, 1 is complete, 6 signups. 

o Kevin has a site visit scheduled with Cate Mong/Point Blue at a cattle ranch on 
9/12 

o Looking for rangeland site visits 
C. DOC MLRP (I) – Amy Siliznoff 

o RCD team has been attending the statewide DOC MLRP meetings, monthly 
partner DOC meetings, and bi-monthly partner meetings for project planning. 
Deborah has signed the La Vina MLRP contract, and the next step will be the 
Board of Supervisors approving her contract. The RCD will be assisting with the 
implementation of the project.

D. WCB Pollinator Block Grant (I) – Kevin Reyes 

o Kevin is working on the Hillside Elementary School project with Jon Cottington 
from Coarsegold RCD, we are partnered on this project  

o Arranging another school site visit to get familiar with where the school would 
like to plant. Great Valley seed and Xerces gardening list. Mariposa native 
nursery.  

o Going over pollinator curriculum for the kids at the elementary school. Planting 
is during the fall. The school has big garden beds located at the front of the 
school. This is where the project will be implemented. 

E. SBIR II – Amy Siliznoff  
o Software IMO will Collin, how to calibrate model with Collin, use in data 

collection process  
o Kevin finished nuclear gauge safety and HAZMAT certification to transfer 

neutron probe 
o Grant will be ending but Collin will be reaching back out in the Spring for an 

extension  
F. NRCS Cooperative Agreement (I) – Kevin Reyes 

o Kevin will be working on 30 applications/20 contracts under the Cooperative 
Agreement.   

G. AFT – NRCS IRA TA (I) – Amy Siliznoff 
o Kevin has been assisting NRCS with TA on their EQIP contracts, assisting with 

site visits and processing applications.  
H. AFT - RCPP (I) – Amy Siliznoff 

o The RCD will be taking on the new budget amendment from AFT directly, 
instead of the amendment going to East Stanislaus RCD. The amendment is for 
$41,520 for remaining uncovered conservation planning steps under RCPP.  

I. Regional Water Management Group (I) – Amy Siliznoff 
o Amy and Jon Cottington with Coarsegold RCD are having discussions on being 

the next co-coordinators of the Regional Water Management Group. The 
RWMG is looking for a Board member from either RCD to step into the Chair 
position. If interested, please reach out to Amy directly.  

J. Board Compliance (I) (A) – Amy Siliznoff 
o Matt Angell and Amy need to work on both Harassment and Ethics training. 

Tim Coehlo needs to complete Ethics training. Other certificates are expiring 
and Amy will give those Board members a notice when their training are up for 
renewal.
